CONDITIONS OF ENTRY 

 

1. Entries will be received by the Show Secretary subject to the rules and regulations of the Riding Pony 

Stud Book Society Ltd. No pending registrations, no late memberships will be accepted. 

2. The organizers of this show and the RPSBS WA committee reserve the right  and shall have the power 

without assigning any reason to: 

a. Reject or cancel any entry at any time; 

b. Cancel any event or class; 

c. Remove any exhibit from the show grounds; 

d. Transfer an exhibit or exhibitor from any class to another class; 

e. Add to or alter the program as necessary;  

f. Combine classes if there are insufficient entries. and/or  

g. alter the Judge for any particular event at any time it deems fit. 

3. All exhibitors shall be bound by and observe the decisions of the ground jury.  The show ground jury 

reserves the right to adjudicate upon entry or upon any dispute or doubt and to make any determination up 

on any matter and this decision shall be final and not subject to appeal of any kind.    Disputes/protests must 

be lodged in writing to the Show Secretary within 30 minutes of the completion of the class, together with a 

deposit of $55.00 (inc GST) refundable if the protest is upheld.  

4. The RPSBS WA and their committees, Judges, Officials and Show Volunteers will not be responsible for 

the loss or for any damage or injury occasioned to any exhibit or the property of any exhibitor from any cause 

whatsoever. By completing an Entry form the Exhibitor enters entirely at his/her own risk. Insurance rules 

apply.  In case any exhibit whilst on the Society’s showground shall cause or be the cause of injury or damage 

to any other exhibit or exhibitor, to the person or property of any member of the Society or general public, the 

owner of such exhibit shall indemnify and keep indemnified the Society, its officers, officials and members, 

from and against all damages, costs, claims, expenses or liabilities incurred in connection with such exhibitors. 

The Exhibitor shall be liable to the Society and its employees, officers and officials for any damage or loss 

occasioned to any of them by the Exhibitor or his agent.   

5. The judges’ decisions are final.  Under no circumstances is approaching the judge, nor judging or coaching 

from the side of the arena / ring permitted.  Failure to abide by this rule will lead to disqualification and forfeit 

of entry fees and any points gained. 

6. Refunds (less 20% administration costs) will only be made on production of Doctors or Vets Certificates 

and within 7 days of the event to the show secretary. 

7. Dogs are permitted on the grounds on leads and under control at all times.   

8. Handlers that are not a member of the RPSBS must pay a $22.00 day insurance fee. 

9. RPSBS Youngstock heights are as follows; 

- Yearlings are not to exceed 13.3 1/2hh 

- 2 Year olds are not to exceed 14.0 ½ hh 

- 3 year olds are not to exceed 14.1 1/2hh  

10. If an exhibit is to be measured on the day a height certificate must be provided prior to collection of 

exhibitors pack.  Perth Royal Show exhibit numbers showing the exhibits height will be accepted. 

11. All horses showing in registered classes must hold current registration cards and owners must be current 

financial members (where necessary) of that particular breed society they are showing under. All membership 

cards and certificates need to be produced upon entry, no proof of membership etc = no entry.  

12. Each Individual breed is run as per breed standards and rules – it is the competitor’s responsibility to 

know their breed rules and are expected to abide by them. Failure to do so will result in disqualification 

without a refund of entry fees. 

13. All breeds with Height restrictions – will require a current valid EFA-WA or SHC-WA Height Certificates 

(see point 10). 

14. Handlers of colts must be 18 years of age and over. 

15. All foals are to be shown in a halter or bridle without a bit. 

16. All colts (other than foals) must be shown in a bridle with a bit. 

17. There is to be NO change of handler once a class has commenced without the permission of the judge. 

18. RPSBS and all other registered breed society memberships and registration certificates must be with the 

owner/exhibitor on the day of the show and must be made available on request 

19. Classes may be split into heats and pulling selected horses forward for final judging of class if numbers 

are causing safety issue. Classes may also be judged on the ring at judge’s discretion.  

20. BROODMARES – must have a foal at foot or be able to produce a vet certificate confirming a positive 

pregnancy test for a foal due in the 2012/2013 breeding season.
